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foreword
The Faculty of Engineering and Architecture [FEA] is a leading professional school in the 
Middle East. Its mission conforms to AUB mission in offering educational programs of the 
highest standard, promoting research and the creative scholarly activities of its faculty and 
students, and providing services to the community at large, with special consideration given 
to the needs and circumstances of Lebanon and the region. The FEA prepares its students 
in a challenging and intellectually stimulating environment that undergoes continuous 
improvement to create “individuals committed to creative and critical thinking, life-long 
learning, personal integrity and civic responsibility, and leadership.”

The FEA consists of four departments: Architecture and Design [including Graphic 
Design], Civil and Environmental Engineering, Electrical and Computer Engineering [with 
two programs: Computer and Communications Engineering and Electrical Engineering], and 
Mechanical Engineering. The FEA offers Master’s degree programs in Urban Planning and 
Urban Design, Civil Engineering, Environmental and Water Resources Engineering, Computer 
and Communications Engineering, Electrical Engineering, Mechanical Engineering, and 
Engineering Management.

There were 1,388 undergraduate students enrolled in the FEA in the 2004-2005 Spring 
Semester, distributed as follows; 128 Architecture, 122 Graphic Design, 220 Civil and 
Environmental Engineering, 362 Computer and Communications Engineering, 260 Electrical 
Engineering, and 296 Mechanical Engineering. The number of students who graduated with 
Bachelor’s degrees in June 2005 was 237 distributed as follows: 7 Architecture, 25 Graphic 
Design, 24 Civil Engineering, 68 Computer and Communications Engineering, 65 Electrical 
Engineering, and 48 Mechanical Engineering.

There were 268 graduate students enrolled in the FEA in the Spring Semester 2004-
2005, distributed as follows; 23 Urban Planning/Urban Design, 45 Civil and Environmental 
Engineering, 66 Computer and Communications Engineering, 17 Electrical Engineering, 
35 Mechanical Engineering, and 82 Engineering Management. 50 students graduated with 
Master’s degrees in June 2005 distributed as follows; 6 Urban Planning/Urban Design, 4 Civil 
and Environmental Engineering, 10 Computer and Communications Engineering, 3 Electrical 
Engineering, 7 Mechanical Engineering, and 20 Engineering Management.

During the course of the 2004/2005 academic year, the graduate studies committee at the FEA 
held 17 meetings during which the following has been achieved.

graduate applications
The committee reviewed the applications of 220 applicants of whom 142 were accepted.
 
thesis proposals
48 thesis proposals were approved. 
 
graduate catalogue
The GSC, with the active participation of the Admission’s Office and the Registrar’s Office, 
developed the first draft of the FEA Graduate Catalogue. The committee provided the Dean 
of the FEA with a copy of the proposal for discussion in appropriate committees. The GSC 
committee strongly recommends that the draft be discussed and approved. 
 
petitions
The GSC studied and rendered decisions on many petitions.
 
new programs and non-thesis option
The GSC studied and approved the proposal for a Ph.D. program in Civil and Environmental 
Engineering. The issue of instating a non-thesis option in the Masters program in the FEA 
was discussed. The feedback received from the various departments in FEA indicates lack of 
consensus on this issue at this time. 
 
recommendations
The GSC recommends the following; [1] revise the grade equivalency table in light of students’ 
performance, [2] approval of the Graduate Catalogue by the FEA Faculty, [3] instate the non-
thesis option.

During the academic year 2004-2005, the committee along with personnel from the library, in 
particular Mrs. Fatmeh Charafeddine and Maleeha Maalouly, worked on three main projects;

Serial subscriptions project; the Committee and the Serials Department of the Library have 
worked with all four departments in FEA as well as the Engineering Management program 
to update the list of serials subscriptions so as to best meet the research needs of the FEA 
faculty and students. This project was important especially given the fact that many new 
faculty members joined FEA in the past couple of years and hence, it allowed them to request 
subscriptions relevant to their research. To this end, customized forms and lists of current 
subscriptions with prices were developed and sent to all faculty members through their 
respective department heads. Chairs of the departments were told they could add periodical 
subscriptions if they are able to cancel existing ones that are deemed less relevant to teaching 
and research. The difference between the cost of additions and that of cancellations needed 
to be near zero. The project was concluded at the end of April 2005 where, on average, five 
subscriptions were added and four subscriptions were cancelled per department/program.
Document delivery service; the members of the committee asked the Head Librarian, Mrs. 
Bikhhazi, to add an interface for students to the Document Delivery Service, which could be 
used occasionally to order needed articles. The interface is restricted to Research Assistants

informed about these applications and the chairperson of the committee signs the application 
forms. 
 
review of policies and procedures
The FEA-RC went over the current FEA Policies and Procedures regarding the review process 
of proposals. It was decided to keep everything the same except a minor change in the review 
data-scoring sheet that is sent to reviewers. The committee added a space under each section 
on the review sheet to allow reviewers to add comments. 
 
building a new feature in the fea-rc website
http://webfea.fea.aub.edu.lb/fea/research/rc.asp 
The web site was updated regularly. A new feature was added to the website to allow professors 
to submit their proposals directly to the website. This allowed the chairperson of the 
committee to send the proposals to reviewers automatically.

review process
The deadline for submitting URB proposals was set for March 14, 2005, as specified by the 
URB. Before sending the proposals out for review, each proposal was screened to see if 
it met the criteria set by URB and FEA. Then, each proposal was sent to two reviewers for 
assessment. One reviewer was selected from FEA and the second was selected from outside 
FEA which included some international reviewers. The committee acted as a quality controller 
for the review process. The evaluation of each reviewer was appraised to insure its consistency 
with the proposal.

After the final composite number, the average of the two reviewer’s scores, of each proposal 
was determined, the proposals were classified in four categories; highly recommended, 
strongly recommended, recommended, and not recommended. The final recommendations 
that were submitted to URB are as follows;

Historically, the total FEA URB research funding has averaged about $160,000 each year. In 
order to work with this number and to guarantee funding for quality FEA proposals, the FEA-RC 
has had to reduce the funding of each proposal. 

The initial total budget requested was $288,816.00 but was reduced to $169,000 for all the 
categories. 
 
leave requests
There were two paid-leave applications in 2004-2005 and both were from the Department of 
Architecture and Design [Profs. Al-Harithy and Stanton]. The first application was approved 
two years ago but the individual did not take the leave at that time because of administrative 
duties. The FEA-RC approved the new leave request because the proposal was the same. For 
the second application, the committee sent the file to two external reviewers and both were 
positively in favor of the leave request and therefore the committee approved it.

Only two nominations were submitted, and both were recommended to the faculty as 

qualified nominees for the award.
[3] Recommendations; In coordination with the ad-hoc committee on academic integrity, the 
SAC recommends that the anonymized summary of cases and penalties applied be posted 
in a prominent location and/or sent to all students to raise awareness about the seriousness 
of misconduct cases. The summaries above can be appended to the list in the SAC 2003-04 
report for this purpose.

The committee also issued general recommendations to standardize the administration of 
computer-based and on-line examinations. The recommendations are repeated below; 

Computer-based examinations must be taken in one of the computer labs specially 
designated for this purpose. Each student in the course shall be given a special one-time 
password to a specific examinee account on the system.

The lab administrators are instructed to maintain a set of accounts for this purpose, which 
can be reset and re-used for different exams. While logged on to an examinee account, a 
student has read-only access to a shared directory that contains the exam question sheet, and 
write-only access to an individual networked directory on which to save answer files. 

Access to email, web browsing, and any other networked directories is permanently disabled 
for these accounts, as is access to all removable media. Logging out of the examinee account 
during the exam is not allowed. This can be controlled by disallowing a second log-on to the 
examinee account. The professor is given copies of the contents of all directories before these 
are cleared for the next exam. The professor may then provide students with graded copies of 
their answer sheets for their records. In addition, standard proctoring procedures shall always 
be followed during in-lab exams.

To help FEA towards ABET accreditation, the provost approved the request of the FEA ABET 
committee to appoint an accreditation officer. As a result, Ms. Elizabeth McGreevy was 
appointed on a full time basis for the period December 15, 2004 through June 15, 2005.  
Her job included; [1] critically reviewing the four reports pertaining to the four programs 
for which accreditation are sought, [2] suggesting changes, additions, or deletions in these 
reports, [3] overseeing the finished reports to insure they will be ready on time, [4] attending all 
ABET related meetings.

meetings
The committee held extensive meetings throughout the year and discussed a wide range  
of ABET-related issues. Some of these meetings were attended by the dean.  
In addition, individual meetings were held for each program. These meetings were attended  
by the ABET coordinator, the accreditation officer, the chairperson and representative  
of the department concerned.

ABET Committee
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[RAs] and Master students who work with faculty members on research assignments, projects, 
and theses. The system, which was put online during March 2005, allows RAs and Master 
students to order unavailable articles after validating their requests with their respective 
advisors or supervisors.
Survey for improving library service; the committee worked with the library to develop the FEA 
part of an AUB-wide survey for faculty members to learn about their preferences and needs 
as they relate to accessing the library resources, mainly articles and books. The goal was to 
learn about the patterns and levels of use of the electronic databases and the print editions 
of the subscribed periodicals and other materials [e.g., Standards]. The survey was conducted 
in March and the library received a reasonable response rate. The results indicated more 
dependence on electronic databases for research and teaching.

report on activities
[1] The SAC reviewed the following cases. The SAC considered and recommended disciplinary 
actions during 2004-2005 on the following cases;
 One student was deemed to have acted in a disruptive manner during a misunderstanding 

with a lab GA that led to an argument involving many students. He was issued a reprimand.
 Four students were reported by student proctors as having asked or answered questions 

in an exam after the professor briefly left the exam room. All four were issued double dean’s 
warnings and got zeros on the exam.
 One student repeatedly asked for and eventually copied a program from another student 

during a computer-lab programming exam. The copier was issued a double dean’s warning. 
Since intent of cheating could not be proven, the source was issued a single dean’s warning for 
carelessly leaving a copy of his program on a diskette. Both students got zeros on the exam.
 Two students were caught talking in an exam. Since it could not be proven that they had 

talked about the exam, a single dean’s warning was given to each. The professor gave both 
students zeros on the exam.
 Two students were caught trying to obtain information during an exam, one by asking a 

friend and one by looking at another student’s paper. Both received single dean’s warnings for 
attempting to cheat.
 Five students were caught bringing calculators to an exam with formulas written on them. 

The formulas turned out not to be useful for the exam. All five received single dean’s warnings.
 A team of five students submitted a design project which was an exact copy of a project 

from a previous year. All five received single dean’s warnings for plagiarism, and zeros on the 
assignment which in turn caused them to fail the course.
 Two students provided similar answers on a programming exam. They admitted to 

bringing prior copies of programs to the exam, but said this was not against the professor’s 
instructions. Both received reprimands for violating the spirit of the rules.
 Two students left their cell phones on during an exam. Both received reprimands since they 

claimed it was unintentional and the professor testified that no cheating could have occurred.
 One student copied a formula from another student during a quiz without the latter’s 

knowledge. A single dean’s warning was given to the copier.
 A student copied wrong answers from a different version of an exam. The penalty was a zero 

on the exam and a single dean’s warning.
 A student spoke during an exam and admitted that he was hoping to get information. The 

committee voted for a single dean’s warning, but the dean commuted this to a reprimand in 
recognition of the student’s honesty. 
 A student copied half of another’s drop quiz without noticing that the versions were different, 

and then lied to the committee about the extent of the copying. The copier received a double 
dean’s warning and the source received an informal warning.

All departments invited external reviewers to evaluate their preparedness for the ABET visit. 
Professors Fawaz Ulaby [University of Michigan], Issam Radwan [University of Central Florida], 
and Bassem Armaly [University of Missouri-Rolla] visited the ECE, CE, and ME departments, 
respectively. Professor Ulaby reviewed the self study report of the CCE program while Professor 
Radwan reviewed that of the CE program. Professor Armaly, while concentrating on the ME 
self study report, reviewed the assessment processes of all the programs and evaluated their 
readiness for accreditation. 

work accomplished
A great deal was accomplished. Even though many faculty members contributed to the self 
studies, the ABET committee members were heavily involved and dedicated many hours to 
complete the work on time. All departments rewrote their reports in accordance with the 
ABET Self Study Questionnaire after clearly defining their assessment processes for program 
objectives and outcomes. The self study reports for the CE, CCE, EE, and ME programs are 
almost ready.
 
abet decision
In the late spring of 2005 the dean received a letter from the ABET  Engineering Accreditation 
Commission in the U.S. stating that they were unwilling to send reviewers in light of the State 
Department Travel Warning for U.S. citizens to Lebanon that had been updated in April 2005.  
Because of the ABET Commission’s decision, the Self Study Reports were left incomplete in 
June and were not sent to the commission.

work accomplished
The ad-hoc committee on academic integrity was formed to develop an action plan and ways of 
implementing such an action plan to make ethical behavior, in general, and academic integrity, 
in particular, the normal lifestyle at FEA and eventually on the AUB campus. 
The action plan suggested by the committee addressed the following issues; [1] education,  
[2] preventive measures, [3] enforcement, and, [4] punishment for violations.  
A revised version of the plan approved by the BOD was later adopted campus-wide.
The committee has also developed two handbooks on academic integrity one for students 
and one for faculty and graduate assistants. The handbooks are still in draft format and will be 
discussed by the academic committee before final approval by the FEA faculty.

Temporary AUBtest Wireless Network; this project was implemented to provide students with 
wireless local area network connectivity [WLAN] and to finalize the study on the main wireless 
project in terms of need and security. This wireless LAN covered the 3rd floor in Raymond 
Ghosn, Engineering Library and the studios in the Architecture Building. A total of 5 access 
points were configured and installed and around 80 students have used the wireless network.
AUBede Project; in coordination with CNS, the IT unit agreed to implement the Active 
Directory Domain in FEA in two phases. The first phase was to implement it in the 
undergraduate and graduate computer labs. This phase was 100% completed in June 2004. 
The second phase covered the migration of the faculty and staff computers to the Active 
Directory Domain[(Win2k]. This phase is now 60% completed.
Network Subnet Security; after the Sasser virus infected AUB computers last year and caused 
new security vulnerability, the IT unit with the help of CNS implemented the subnet security 
policy which involved closing specific ports between the subnets. The IT unit also separated all 
the computer labs subnets from the faculty and staff subnets to ensure a better security for the 
faculty computers.
Virus Protection and Auto-update Script; the past year was considered to be the most 
frightening year in terms of viruses and security vulnerabilities. The IT unit applied the auto-
update scripts to ensure that the antivirus software is up-to-date and the operating system 
patches are applied automatically.

Some of the many tasks handled by the IT unit are; placing, recommending, and checking all 
the computer related equipment and software orders in the Faculty. During 2004-2005, a new 
system was launched by the Purchasing Department so that non-catalogue orders are placed 
online. Consequently, the IT unit responded to many calls related to this new system. The IT 
unit submitted a total of 47 online requests, and assisted in submitting around 10 other online 
orders done by the FEA staff. The IT unit ordered 13 new software packages and renewed 18 
software packages. The IT unit also received a free membership in Microsoft MSDN worth 
$3,200 and provided all its packages to the students who were able to use them extensively in 
their final year projects.

projects in progress
Beowulf Cluster; this Linux Super Computer-like project will be implemented using the old 
Pentium III machines located in lab 306 in Raymon Ghosn building as a testing for the cluster 
to be implemented later in the Information Research Lab.
Information Research Lab; the unit is working on a proposal to establish a lab that will cost 
around $300,000 which will come from donations. This lab will be equipped with 27 up-to-date 
workstations running Red Hat Linux as well as a server to host an oracle database with GIS 
software. Contacts have been made with the donors and positive responses were received from 
Oracle Dubai, Opennet Dubai [Linux] and, SETS Lebanon [Dell dealer].
Labs Access Control; since the IT unit became responsible for the audio-visual and access 
control systems, new access controls, requested by Dean Hajj, are being installed in most of 
the engineering labs. 
Enabling Wireless Access for PDAs; this project is being done in collaboration with CNS. The 
objective is to provide wireless access to PDA, which is now being used heavily by students 
and faculty members.
FEA Student Information System; after the implementation of the archive system, the next 
step is to include more information about students in the system. This project is being done in 
collaboration with the FEA Record’s Office.
Faculty Information System; an upgrade to the existing system was requested by Dean Hajj in 
order to automate the collection of faculty information to be used for a variety of purposes.
Call Center Information System; the IT unit is developing an information system to be used in 
placing, tracking and managing the support calls received by the IT unit. This will provide 
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Network Upgrade; the 10 MB hubs in Bechtel building and in the computer labs were replaced 
with switches equipped with 1-G modules that will distribute the Giga-bit connection on all the 
switches equally. The upgrade enhanced the network speed.
File Server and Backup Procedure; the file server of the Faculty of Engineering and Architecture 
[Power Edge 4400, 100 GB] was replaced with the New Power Vault 75N [Network attached 
server with 1 TB]. The IT unit also upgraded the backup system and acquired Power Vault LTO2 
which has high and reliable backup capability [100 GB per hour] using the veritas software.
NIS Domain for Linux; after many requests from faculty members and students the IT unit 
implemented the NIS domain in the graduate lab to enable student to use Red Hat Linux 
which has become required in many courses. All computers in the graduate lab have become 
dual boot [windows/ Linux]. The IT unit also enabled students to use their windows based 
home directories from Linux.
Internet Engineering Lab Installation; in response to Dr. Ayman Kayssi’s request, the IT 
unit installed the Red Hat Linux on 24 servers in the Internet Engineering Lab, as per lab 
requirements [5 Linux installations on each server].
AUBWLan Project; 44 access points were installed in all the FEA buildings covering almost 
100% of the FEA zone. After successful installation and testing, the service was launched 
in FEA using the newly created wireless help desk. Currently, the IT unit has successfully 
configured around 200 wireless users which include students and faculty.
FEA Archive System; in response to Dean Hajj’s request, the IT unit developed an information 
system to be used in the Records Office to electronically archive the students’ records 
including petitions and other data. The system is currently in the production phase and almost 
343 records have been entered. The final objective of the system is to archive the entire records 
of the Dean’s Office and the Departments.
FEA Career Center Website; the website was built using the latest .Net framework. Currently  
the database contains around 1200 registered students and alumni in addition to 130 
companies. The database is expected to contain around 1500 registered students and alumni  
by the end of 2005. 
FEA Academic Website; the IT unit built a website to enable the departments to electronically 
update the information posted on the FEA Website related to courses, curricula, and faculty 
member profiles. The IT unit arranged training sessions for the secretaries of the departments 
on the use of the website.
Inventory Website; the IT unit built, with the ECE department, a web page to record hardware 
and software inventory. The web page was also updated to be compliant with the data needed 
by the Supply Department for their yearly statistics.
FEA Web Page New Design; as recommended by the FEA web committee, the design of the 
FEA web page was modified in order to meet university standards.

During the academic year 2004-05, the Department of Architecture and Design was home 
to 44 faculty members-11 full-time, 3 visiting, and 30 part-time-as well as 266 students; 123 
in Architecture, 119 in Graphic Design, and 24 in the graduate programs of Urban Planning 
and Urban Design. The department was joined by 4 new full time faculty members; Walid 
Sadek and Daniel Drennan in Graphic Design, George Arbid in Architecture and Mona Fawaz 
in Planning. The department was also joined by 2 new visiting faculty members; May Farhat 
and Stephen Campbell in Architecture and 9 new part-time faculty members; Akram Zaatari, 
Hassan Al-Asaad, Karim Nader, Mohamad Arayssi, Ayman Zahreddine, Ahmad Gharbieh, 
Mayda Freije-Makdessi, Doris Bittar and Ginane Bacho. Also during the academic year 2004-
2005, the Department of Architecture and Design advertised for positions in Architecture. 
The eleven full-time faculty members formed the search committee and, upon completion of 
its reviews and discussion, recommended the hiring of two new full-time faculty members; 
Stephen Campbell to the position of visiting full time assistant professor and Marwan 
Ghandour to the position of regular full time associate professor.   

The department reviewed and restructured the Graphic Design program curriculum and 
the Urban Planning and Urban Design curricula for implementation during the academic 
year 2005-2006.Eleven new electives were offered during the academic year 2004-2005 in 
the areas of presentation, history, theory, professional practice, and technology; ARCH 062

The Department of Architecture and Design was extremely active during the academic year 
of 2004-2005.

The first was conducted by the 
architect, Yoshiharu Tsukamoto, between March 29th and April 1st, 2005 and the second was 
conducted by the illustrator James Yang between April 4th and 6th, 2005.

The annual City Debates seminar organized by the MUP/MUD graduate programs was 
entitled “Urban Heritage and the Politics of the Present” and was held during the month of 
April 2005.

As designated by 
Yoshiharu Tsukamoto, “Pet Architecture” consists of small architectural interventions that have 
a direct impact on the character, functionality, and social practices that define a public space.
James Yang workshop; The department organized a workshop with American illustrator James 
Yang from April 4th to April 6th. The workshop’s theme was heart transplant, and its purpose 
was to teach students how to create an illustration based on a story.  

debates
City Debates 2005 “Urban Heritage and the Politics of the Present: Perspectives from the 
Middle-East”; City Debates 2005, held during the month of April 2005, focused on the concept 
of urban heritage as it has circulated and operated in the Middle East over the past decade.

Faculty
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introduction
This annual report of the Department of Electrical and Computer engineering covers the period 
from July 1, 2004 to June 30, 2005. During this period the department experienced exciting 
developments in terms of faculty recruitment, growth in student enrollment, visits by three 
reviewers to evaluate our PhD proposal, and the development of ABET processes to complete 
our efforts to accredit the undergraduate programs.

Three new faculty members joined the department in September 2004; Associate Professor 
Walid Ali-Ahmad, Associate Professor Louay Jalloul, and Assistant Professor Zaher Dawy. The 
three new faculty members, with the existing faculty members, make the ECE department a 
center of excellence for research and education in wireless communications. In February 2005, 
Assistant Professor Wael Noureddine joined the department, but unfortunatly, due to personal 
reasons, he decided to resign at the end of the academic year. 

Student enrollment in the department continued to grow. The department is now home  
to more than ten percent of the total undergraduate student population at AUB. The students 
joining the department are consistently the top applicants to the university. Graduate  
student enrollment also increased during the period covered by this report, compared  
to previous years.

The proposal to start a PhD program in the department was reviewed in April and May 2005 
by Professor Munther Dahleh [EECS, MIT], Prof. Kenneth Jenkins [Head of EE, Penn State], 
and Professor Fawwaz Ulaby [VP Research, Michigan]. Their reviews were positive, and the 
feedback that they gave will be used to further enhance our proposal. The current plan is to 
begin the PhD program during the academic year 2006-2007. An ECE Graduate Committee 
was created to study graduate applications, continuously improve the graduate programs, and 
prepare for the launch of the PhD program.

The department continued its efforts to obtain ABET accreditation for its undergraduate 
programs. Self-study reports for the CCE and EE programs were prepared in anticipation of the 
visit by ABET reviewers. Processes were established for continuous improvement, by reviewing 
course outcomes, program outcomes, and program objectives. The processes involve faculty, 
students, alumni, and employers. An ECE Undergraduate and ABET Committee [EUAC] was 
created to deal with all issues related to the undergraduate programs, including accreditation. 
Cognizant faculty groups were created for each course to assess the achievement of course 
outcomes. An ECE Student Advisory Committee was established to give feedback about 
learning outcomes to the EUAC. The External Advisory Board is consulted regularly as part of 
the feedback from alumni and employers. 

As this annual report reflects, ECE has worked hard and accomplished a great deal in a 
number of areas in just one year. Special thanks to Mrs. Rabab Abi Shakra, Secretary of the 
Department, and Mr. Bassam Frem, CCE student, for preparing this report.

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introduction
The academic year 2004-05 holds three major milestones for the department. They are 
the overall improvement of ME labs, the favorable evaluation of the ME proposed PhD 
program, and the completion of ME departmental self-study report in preparation for ABET 
accreditation.

There have been noticeable improvements in the quality of all the ME labs both in the 
teaching and the facilities. The major ME labs, that traditionally occupied the upper two floors 
of Wing C, are now located in the newly-renovated area on the top floor of Wing B. Wing B 
now houses the following labs; [1] the Materials Characterization Lab, [2] the Mechatronics 
Lab, [3] the Computer Vision Lab, [4] the Aerosol Research Lab, [5] the Fluid Dynamics and 
CFD lab, [6] the bio-engineering lab, and [7] the heat power and HVAC lab. The department 
has also received state-of-the-art CNC milling and lathe machines to support teaching and 
research. The faculty has designed numerous new experiments that are possible because 
of the improvements that have been made to the facilities and equipment and the highly 
qualified lab instructors. The experiments have become more interactive and many include 
design components. The ME department is now able to offer its students the kind of hands-on 
experience that will be required of them in the high tech interactive environment in which the 
will eventually work.

 The proposed PhD program in mechanical engineering was approved by the FEA faculty 
in June 2004 which was followed by the approval of the AUB Board of Graduate Study in 
November 2004. The department proceeded with the steps to register the program at the New 
York State Department of Education. The registration document was prepared and external 
PhD evaluators were invited by the dean to evaluate the departmental readiness for the 
program and the Faculty and university support of the proposed program. The PhD evaluators 
submitted favorable recommendations to the dean which included suggestions to insure 
program success once started. If all goes according to plan the ME PhD program will begin in 
October 2006.

The department completed the first self-study of its undergraduate program according to the 
requirements of the Accreditation Board for Engineering and Technology [ABET] guidelines. 
The completion of the self study came after two years of documenting academic activities 
of the department and establishing a sustainable effective assessment process for program 
objectives and program learning outcomes. The ME faculty worked together as a team and 
shared the many responsibilities to complete the requirements of the self study. The process, 
although a time consuming experience for the department, will enhance its ability to fulfill the 
FEA mission to provide qualtiy education and service to the region. 

The ME department takes great pride in the quality of its graduates. The considerable 
contributions made by ME faculty towards the development of the department is what makes 
this possible.

Evaluation

The Department of Mechanical Engineering proposal for introducing a PhD Degree Program in 
the major of mechanical engineering was approved by the AUB Board of Graduate Studies in 
November 2004. In addition, the department prepared the PhD program proposal registration 
document as part of the process to register the degree in the New York State Department of 
Education. Dean of FEA invited Professor Ahmed Ghoneim from MIT, and Professor Christina 
Amon from Carnegie Mellon University to perform the program evaluation. 

The evaluators highlighted areas of strengths in the ME research programs and forwarded 
recommendations that will insure the PhD program success once it starts in October 2006. In 
general, the report was positive and commended the quality of the graduate programs and the 
PhD program proposal.

During the past few years, outdated equipment have been replaced by new equipment relevant 
to the program, major equipment has been acquired to support educational needs in materials 
and manufacturing, instrumentation, control, heat transfer, fluid dynamics, biomechanics, 
combustion, air conditioning and renewable energy. The department is proactively working to 
ensure that the lab facilities accommodate current and future instruction needs and provide 
the hands-on experience required in a high tech interactive environment. 

During the month of July 2004, the mechatronics lab, computer vision, bioengineering, 
heat transfer lab, fluid dynamics lab, and materials lab were relocated to the newly renovated 
space on the top floor of Wing B. The new lab space meets international standards of lab 
environment and safety codes. The space provides a comfortable work environment for both 
graduate and undergraduate students. 

In addition, the department received two major pieces of equipment for the engineering 
shops, a CNC lathe machine and a CNC five axis milling machine. The new equipment will be 
used to support undergraduate education and graduate research in the area of manufacturing 
and has the potential of providing services to local industry.

annual meeting
An ABET assessment process involving three levels of assessment was approved. The 
assessment levels are as follows: course assessment and subprogram level [Mechanical 
Systems, Thermal Systems, and Design and Materials]; Program assessment;  
Objectives assessment.

It was agreed to prepare a set of check-lists for each of the three stages of the ABET process. 
The objectives and outcomes of the ME department were discussed and two subgroups were 
formed to review the outcomes in light of the new ME department objectives.

The Mechanical Engineering Department accepted 22 transfer students from within FEA 
during 2004-05 distributed between first and second year.

During the academic year 2004-2005, the Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering 
[CEE] at AUB engaged in numerous activities, striving hard as a team to better serve its 
educational objectives, and achieve its outcomes which the members, faculty, students, and 
staff alike take great pride in. The activities and achievements of the CEE department and its 
members are summarized in this report, for the period spanning July 1, 2004, to June 30, 2005.

All throughout the year, the CEE department continued its preparations for ABET 2000 
accreditation of its undergraduate program. The department received positive feedback on 
its preparations and readiness to apply from two external reviewers who were invited to 
conduct an informal evaluation of the program. The department was set for the visit by the 
ABET commission which was planned to take place in October 2005. The visit, however, was 
postponed due to the travel advisory for US citizens to Lebanon set by the US government.  

Academically, new courses were developed and introduced into the program. The Final Year 
Project, with various multi-disciplinary topics and specialties addressed, took place for the first 
time. The PhD program proposal was revised and evaluated by external reviewers, presented to 
the External Advisory Board, and will be submitted in its final form for approval by the various 
bodies of the university in the fall of 2005. The department hosted one visiting faculty member, 
Dr. Antoine Naaman, Professor of Structures at the University of Michigan, who spent his 
sabbatical leave at the department. Dr. Naaman taught one course and participated in various 
academic activities. The department advertised for a position in Transportation Engineering, 
the selection process is currently in its final stages.

Several social events took place during the year at the CEE department; the CEE Talent 
Show which was organized by the reinvigorated Civil Engineering Society [CES]; an end-of-
year reception for the CEE faculty and staff to celebrate a year of hard work, during which 
special achievements and family happenings were recognized; the traditional Civil Engineering 
Gala dinner was held at the end of the year, where the CEE community of AUB and its guests 
gathered to bid farewell and best wishes for a successful future and career to graduating 
students.

Last but not least, the year 2005 witnessed a tragic event that has left no one in the country 
or at AUB immune to its implications.

departmental activities
The CEE department held eight regular and four special meetings during the academic year 
2004-05. General recurrent issues were discussed in relation to; course offerings, distribution, 
and load, student and grade evaluation, voting of degrees, student award nominations, 
part-time faculty and graduate assistant appointments, labs equipment procurement and 
relocation, budget issues, and others. The ABET accreditation process and preparations were 
of particular importance during the spring semester, with several meetings conducted for that 
purpose. Open discussions which addressed faculty concerns were also held. Specific topics 
relating to programs and departmental development were the subject of regular and special 
meetings, including: curriculum restructuring and revision, Final Year Project [FYP], and the 
PhD proposal.

The CEE department dedicated substantial amounts of time during 2004-05 to preparation 
for ABET 2000 accreditation. A task team composed of four faculty members was formed to 
discuss and evaluate ABET departmental processes, and set schedules. The whole CEE faculty 
was actively involved in several meetings dedicated to these issues.

An informal review [dry run] of the engineering programs took place in May 2005, when two 
external faculty members, experienced and involved in ABET, were invited to visit the FEA to 
evaluate the preparations and documents of the various departments. Dr. Essam Radwan, 
Professor of Civil Engineering at the University of Central Florida, spent one week at the FEA 
with the CEE department, and dedicated one day to the Mechanical Engineering (ME) and 
Electrical and Computer Engineering [ECE] departments. Dr. Bassem Armaly, Professor of 
Mechanical Engineering at the University of Missouri-Rolla, who was concurrently invited as a 
Research Scholar at the ME department for two weeks, dedicated the equivalent of one day to 
the CEE department.

Overall, the reviewers had a positive impression of the department preparations, the faculty 
involvement, and the adequacy of the facilities.  Along with this positive overall assessment, 
constructive feedback and remarks were included, which the department will seriously consider 
to further improve the processes and its preparations for ABET accreditation.

The CEE department External Advisory Board [EAB] met on Saturday May 28, 2005. 
The program of the meeting included two sessions. Session I focused on Civil Engineering 
program educational objectives and program outcomes, while Session II focused on the 
strategic planning development.  

Several meetings were held with student classes during 2004-05. The principal aims of the 
meetings were to foster a friendly environment between faculty and students by addressing 
issues of mutual concern to disseminate information and seek feedback on the  
academic program. 

the medaware workshope at aub
In the framework of the MEDAWARE project directed by Dr. George Ayoub, a two-day workshop 
was held on June 22-23, 2005 at AUB, in the Faculty of Engineering and Architecture [FEA], 
under the heading of “Workshop on Wastewater Treatment and Reuse in the  
Mediterranean Countries.” 

The attendance at the workshop exceeded 40 participants from different governmental 
and non-governmental institutions. The topics discussed during the meetings, as set in the 
workshop program, covered the following; Introduction to the MEDAWARE Project including 
progress to-date; presentation on urban wastewater treatment and management in Lebanon; 
presentation on the existing treatment technologies; existing reuse systems and problems; 
benefits and constraints of combined schemes; reuse standards; needs for new legislation 
and policies in the wastewater sector and project funding opportunities; needs to overcome 
problems and needs for capacity building; and regional and international success stories on 
wastewater treatment and reuse.

It is worth noting the undergraduate enrollment total low in the 4th Year [24] which contrasts 
with the large number in 1st year [94]. The numbers also show a gradual and steady increase 
over the 2nd and 3rd years, the improved job market for civil engineering graduates and the 
introduction of attractive and technologically advanced areas in the CE curriculum appear to 
have had an impact on regaining a normal enrollment in the CE major. The graduate figures 
also continue to show a slow but steady increase in enrollment.

Graduate Assistantships [GA] were granted to 5 students in summer 2004, 28 students in fall 
2004, and 30 students in spring 2005. 

Thirteen undergraduate students from various majors and classes across FEA and AUB 
worked in the CEE laboratories and department. The students were assigned mainly to the Soil 
Mechanics Laboratory to assist in testing. One student worked on updating information on 
CEE Web site. The average working time funded was 5 hours per week.

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introduction
The 2004-2005 academic year was the second year of the Engineering Management Program 
under the program’s new structure and curriculum which offers four areas of concentration; 
Financial Engineering, Industrial Management, Projects and the Built Environment, and 
Information and Organizational management. A number of new courses and redesigned 
courses were offered, with encouraging enrollment figures reported for the majority  
of these courses. 

The program maintained its strength in attracting a large number of applications and was 
able to sustain its total student enrollment of about eighty students, similar to the average 
figure experienced over the past five years.

Professor AlKhal’s term as a full-time faculty member with the program expired at the end of 
September 2005, based on Professor AlKhal’s own request. Over her tenure with the program, 
Professor AlKhal contributed extensively to promoting the program, particularly in relation to 
the Operations and Financial Engineering Sequence. She set high standards for carrying out 
teaching activities and for dealing with students that will be very hard for those of us in the 
program and across the Faculty to maintain. We, in the program, wish her continued success 
in her new professional career in the financial management sector. On the other hand, the 
program has successfully recruited a strong applicant, Dr. Bassel Maddah, to fill the position 
vacated by Professor AlKhal. Dr. Maddah, a civil engineer, is a graduate of our program 
who pursued his doctoral work at Virginia Tech in Operations Research with applications to 
revenues management, an area of research that is close to the Financial Engineering area of 
concentration that has been newly introduced to the EM program.

The program faculty have continued to discuss a number of initiatives; namely, the overlap 
in course offering with that of the school of business, the introduction of a thesis-based track, 
the relinquishing of the project requirement in favor of a degree with a professional-type 
orientation, and the introduction of a PhD degree, possibly in collaboration with the School 
of Business. It is hoped that concrete advancements will be achieved along these initiatives 
during the course of the coming year as the discussions further mature and relevant feedback 
is obtained from all those concerned.
